Recording Company owns and controls the Recording and all rights in it throughout the world; and

Recording Company has the full and exclusive right and authority to enter into this agreement and to make the grant herein contained, including all performers who may claim to have any interest in or to the Recording.

Recording Company agrees to hold Licensee and its Client and their respective assigns and licensees harmless from and against any loss, damage, or expense, including court costs and reasonable attorneys’ fees, that they and their assigns and licensees may suffer or incur as a result of any breach or alleged breach of the foregoing warranties.
